The performances are focusing primarily on the interpreta-
tion of the texts through the acting.  Along with Kate Bayes and Ben Pender, and in a very short rehearsal 
period, two student directors from the company have been working with actors from Years 10 and 11 to 
create four very different events, ranging from the comic, to the strange, and on to the tragic. Wonderfully 
performance supported by the Crew, the plays brought moments of delight and sadness, as all the students, 
performers and techies, demonstrated their excellent skills and talents.
